CPA FEES (IF ANY)

The Patient-Centered Outcomes Research Institute (PCORI) fee is a fee mandated under the Affordable
Care Act (ACA) that applies to certain health insurance policies and self-insured health plans. Its purpose
is to fund the PCORI, which conducts research to help patients, clinicians, and policymakers make
informed health decisions based on evidence.  Fully Insured carriers pay the fee from the total premium
while level funded and self insured plans sponsors make a payment on the annual IRS Form 720
(Quarterly Federal Excise Tax Return).  If a client already has an Excise Tax filing obligation this can be
added.  If not, the ETC team will walk the client through the preparation of the form to be postmarked
no later than July 31st IRS due date.
